Renowned Local Artist To Support 1940s Hangar Dance.
Limited edition souvenir tickets for the Royal Air Force Museum’s 1940s Hangar’s Dance on 10th October have now been released to the public. Designed by renowned local artist, Steve Harper, each ticket shows a Spitfire in flight with the design taken from the artist’s popular “England’s Pride” series of illustrations.

Swingers of all ages will be able to jive the night away until midnight in front of the world’s oldest Spitfire to Paul Drakeley and his All Stars Band and Singers who will be performing tracks from Big Band favourites such as Glenn Miller and Artie Shaw. A fully licensed bar will be on tap all evening; together with a pig roast, at a small additional charge, and participants will also be given the chance to win some amazing prizes, including “Heritage of Cosford”, courtesy of a raffle.
