In addition to these exciting hands-on workshops, children of all ages will be able to sample climbing on a special climbing wall up to the dizzy height of nearly 30 feet.  Several routes can be taken with varying difficulty levels and instructors will be available throughout. Tickets for this challenging activity cost just £3.00 and can be purchased on the day.   To take part children will need to be 1.1 metre tall. 
The Museum is a day out that everyone will enjoy whatever the weather, with plenty to keep the whole family entertained.  Children and adults alike will be fascinated by fun ‘n’ flight.  This free interactive area is packed with hands on excitement; it’s the easy way to answer all those questions about how planes stay up in the air.
