Local college and sixth form students from across the West Midlands are invited to attend the ‘Lessons From History’ seminar, hosted at the RAF Museum Cosford on Tuesday 19th October.  This special seminar is in partnership with the University of Wolverhampton Business School and discusses The Great Escape – a captivating story, a classic film, but what can we really learn from one of the most audacious and daring escapes ever attempted.
The seminar will be lead by guest speaker, Mark Kozak-Holland, a certified business consultant and the author of several books. Mark has studied the evolution of technology over the last 300 years and, as an historian, seeks out the wisdom of the past to help people today avoid repeating mistakes as well as capturing time-proven techniques. 

The Great Escape required a lot of planning, preparation and team work.  It was planned and executed as a project in what seemed a hopeless situation and the men overcame huge obstacles with ingenuity and tenacity. The evening will close with a Question and Answers session with guest speaker Mark Kozak-Holland and the WWII veterans.
