Renowned local artist, Steve Harper is supporting the Aerospace Museum Society’s popular 1940’s Hangar Dance at the Royal Air Force Museum Cosford on Saturday 18th September 2010.   Steve has kindly donated this year’s star raffle prize, a framed print called ‘Honouring the Few’, which depicts the Battle of Britain Memorial flight flying over the RAF Museum and is one of only ten artist reserved prints worth over £400.
