As we reach the half way point of the long summer break, you may be running out of ideas to keep the children entertained. If so, why not bring them along to the Royal Air Force Museum Cosford between 15th & 19th of August and let them make their own ‘Moon Machine’?  In addition to this activity for youngsters the museum also has a climbing wall, an exhilarating flight simulator, interactive play area ‘Fun ‘n Flight’ plus over 70 historic aircraft on display – all guaranteed to keep the kids goggle eyed and open mouthed.

‘Moon Machines’ is a fun filled activity where children of all ages, including mums and dads, can design and make their own space vehicle from a variety of recycled materials, before decorating them with a wide range of papers, glitter, stickers and foils.  All materials for these hands-on creative sessions will be provided by the Museum and participants will get to take their creations home as a memento of the day.  Sessions will run from 11.00am-12.30pm and 2.00pm-3.30pm each day.  So if you think you can turn a plastic bottle, yoghurt pot and egg box into a space vehicle fit to land on the moon and you don’t mind your intrepid space explorers getting glue and glitter everywhere bring them along to the Museum.
The Museum is a day out that everyone will enjoy whatever the weather.  Children and adults alike will be fascinated by ‘Fun ‘n’ Flight’.  This free interactive area is packed with hands on excitement; it’s the easy way to answer all those questions about how planes stay up in the air.  Whether kids are testing their ability to fly a plane or guiding a Hercules to a drop zone, they will be learning, improving their co-ordination and most importantly of all having a great time.  As an added extra to your visit, why not treat the whole family to a ride on our thrilling flight simulator, a great way to get an instant flying experience.  Soar into the sky with the Red Arrows or ride in a Eurofighter, the most advanced aircraft ever built for only £2.75.  

Throughout August children of all ages will be able to sample climbing on a special engineered mountaineering wall up to the dizzy height of nearly 30 feet.  Several routes can be taken with varying difficulty levels and instructors will be available throughout. Tickets for this challenging activity cost just £3.00 and can be purchased on the day.   To take part children will need to be at least 1.1 metre tall. 
Tickets for the ‘Moon Machines’ will be available at the Admissions Desk on arrival and participation costs just £1.00 per person, to cover the cost of materials.
