This summer holiday, the Royal Air Force Museum Cosford has created a range of interactive ‘August Activities’ to keep the children entertained and having fun.  From the 8-12 August there will be a fun of flight theme as children make and colour in their own paper gliders and parachutes then test how well they fly.  

These creative and fun workshops will excite children and adults alike, whilst demonstrating how aircraft design and shape will effect how well the gliders fly.  With a range of designs to choose from, follow the instructions and see which design glides the best when released from a 16ft platform.  Or, if you’re feeling creative, why not try and create your own glider design and test how well it glides through the air.
Once you’ve finished your gliders, why not have a go at designing your very own parachute.  Using the template provided, this is a chance for children to demonstrate their artistic flare and imagination by creating a unique parachute design, whether it’s bright and colourful or discrete and camouflaged.  Then best of all, compete with your siblings to see whose parachute will stay in the air the longest when dropped from 16 feet.
All materials for this hands-on session will be provided by the Museum.  Workshops will run from 11.00am-12.30pm and 2.00pm-3.30pm each day.  Tickets will be available at the admissions desk on arrival and participation costs just £1.00 per person, to cover the cost of materials.
In addition to these exciting hands-on workshops, children of all ages will be able to sample climbing on a special climbing wall up to the dizzy height of nearly 30 feet.  Several routes can be taken with varying difficulty levels and instructors will be available throughout. Tickets for this challenging activity cost just £3.00 and can be purchased on the day.   To take part children will need to be 1.1 metre tall.  
If you’re planning on visiting the Museum at weekends, the ‘Cold War Investigation Trail’ will keep the young detectives in your family busy, with a prize for every successful participant.  The Museum is open daily from 10am – 6pm.
