This Half Term, the Royal Air Force Museum Cosford invites all children over 5 to join in a free and exciting activity in which both they and their friends will become active participants in an air sea rescue and discover how the Royal Air Force mounts such operations in hazardous conditions. 

In each session children will be able to experience what it is really like to be marooned in a life raft and will learn various survival techniques, with their fellow crew members.  Participants will also watch a DVD of an actual RAF rescue and learn of some of the dangers of the sea.
Each day the Search and Rescue team from RAF Valley will be bringing along their road show including; a dinghy, stretcher, a selection of rescue equipment, wartime and post war display, actual footage of one of their rescues and tonnes of information and giveaways for visitors.
On Wednesday 23rd there will be a flypast from the Search and Rescue helicopter and a demonstration of a full rescue.

A Navy Sea King Search and Rescue helicopter will also be on display all week.  Visitors will have a unique chance to get up close to the helicopter which has only recently come out of service. 

The sessions will take place at 11.00am and 2.00pm each week day and will be located in the Museum’s Hangar 1.  Please note, younger children will need to be accompanied by an adult but are welcome to participate in this experience.
