This Easter break, go back to school 1940’s style by visiting the Royal Air Force Museum Cosford and taking part in the Museum’s ‘Step Back In Time’ workshops which will be running from 11-15 and 18-22 April at 11am and 3pm each week day.

The Royal Air Force Museum Cosford will be opening up its Wartime Classroom to the public providing families with the rare opportunity to “enjoy” a 1940’s class, sitting at old wooden school desks whilst answering to a strict old fashioned teacher. 

Children and adults alike will make their own gas mask case and write with a dip pen using old fashioned inkwells – a lot harder than it sounds, because one blot and it will be back of the class for the unfortunate mess maker! Parents can test their mathematical agility by helping their children do pounds, shilling and pence arithmetic and can also assist with the filling in of a replica evacuee label and identity card. But please be aware that we may have to evacuate the class quickly at any time in an orderly fashion and make it to the Anderson Shelter to escape a day time bombing raid.
This interactive activity is suitable for children of school age; all children should be accompanied by an adult. All taking part will need to buy a ticket; it is not possible for adults to “just watch”. Tickets are available from the Admissions Desk on arrival priced £2.00 each. Please note there are limited spaces per session, with tickets sold on the day on a first come first served basis.


Sessions are at 11am and 3pm each day and last approximately 1 hour. All that we ask is that you report to the Wartime Classroom, located at the bottom of the site, 10 minutes before each session to avoid disappointment.
