Local sixth form students aged 17-19 from Wednesfield High School, Wolverhampton, will be taking part in a two day challenge titled “I’m a sixth former get me out of here…!”  This creative curriculum challenge, loosely based on the TV series “I’m a celebrity get me out of here…!” will be taking place on 18-19 July 2011 taking students on a 30+ mile round trip.  Students will face a number of tough team tasks and individual challenges over the two days in order to earn their meals and rewards.
On day one, students will have to make their way from Telford Wrekin, Shropshire to the Royal Air Force Museum Cosford in groups of nine, with minimal money, no mobile phones and a simple map to help with directions.  The day’s tasks include making their way to the top of the Wrekin, walking from Hadley Park House to Telford Town Centre, finding several items on a shopping list with only £5 to spend and finally make their way from Telford Town Centre to the RAF Museum.  Each team must work together to find the quickest route back to the Museum, competing against other groups for the fastest time.  
Upon reaching the Museum, a BBQ buffet will be provided with extra special treats for the day’s winning team.  But before students can rest for the night they will face a number of activities and trials, their prize - the best accommodation.  Trails will include a range of sporting activities and team building games, a karaoke competition and a Drill lead by a Drill Sergeant from RAF Cosford.  Students will spend the night camping at the Museum in a variety of accommodation ranging from a warm cosy classroom to RAF tents big enough to fit 8 people, down to a two man tent. There will be a diary room for students to use to record their thoughts on the day’s activities and how they feel their group is working together.  
On day two, students will be woken up at 7am sharp ready for the next set of challenges.  Their day will begin with a scavenger hunt around the Museum in order to earn their breakfast, with a Full English up for grabs for the winning team.  The day’s task will then be to navigate their way back to school, over 12 miles away, passing through checkpoints along the way.
The idea for the challenge originally came from the students themselves.  The aim was to create a tough, yet exciting and challenging team building task to end their school year on a high.
