Sealion

e The Battle of Britain happened in four phases

e The hardest-fought day was actually on Sunday 18
August, not 15 September which is when we
commemorate the Battle

e The Battle of Britain pilots came from many different
countries

e Radar was vitally important during the Battle of Britain

e Air Chief Marshal Sir Hugh Dowding played a very

important part in the Battle.
