« You need to consider the different parts of an aircraft for your build. There is the nose,
cockpit, fuselage, wings and tail. You may choose to include the engines and even an
open undercarriage with wheels.

« Have alook around the house for materials you could use - the resources you have
available may influence the type of aircraft you can build and the scale of your design.
Make sure to ask for permission to use any materials you find.

. It's always a good idea to draw a quick sketch of your design, this will help you work out
what you need and how you can use each resource.

Begin to build!

« If you are going to be using any type of glue or paint, make sure you have prepared your
work area properly.

« Do you need to put down an activity mat or some newspaper to protect the surface?

« Check you are not in the way of anybody else that might need the space!

« Always check with a parent or guardian that it is ok/safe to use the resources you
have selected.

Be as creative as you can and let your imagination run wild.
